The term ‘Pressure Stack’ typically refers to positive pressure
chimneys that can be used for boiler breeching and stack, as well
as diesel and turbine exhaust, building heating equipment, industrial
furnaces, processing equipment, kilns and ovens, and other heavy
duty applications with high temperature exhaust requirements.

In the United States, factory built chimneys are intended for use in
accordance with NFPA 211, the Standard for Chimneys, Fireplaces,
Vents, and Solid-Fuel Burning Appliances, and in accordance with
models codes such as the International Mechanical Code, the
International Residential Code, and the Uniform Mechanical Code. In
Canada, factory built chimneys are intended for use in accordance
with the National Building Code of Canada, Installation Code for QOil
Burning Equipment, CAN/CSA-B139, and for Gas Burning Equipment,
CAN/CGA-B149.1 and CAN/CGA-B149.2.

Factory built chimneys are designed, tested, and certified for
installation inside or outside of buildings, or both, to transport flue
gases to the outside. Security Chimneys Secure Stack Pro series of
modular double-wall positive pressure venting systems have been
designed and engineered to not only meet, but exceed the rigorous
requirements of many test standards

Below is a brief summary of the standards that Secure Stack Pro was tested and certified under. For more details about the specifics
of our Underwrites Laboratories (UL) product listings, consult the UL Online Certifications Directory.

UL 103 BUILDING HEATING APPLIANCE CHIMNEY LISTING:

Under this category, models SCL, CAX1, CIX1, CIX2, and CIX4 have been determined suitable for venting flue gases at temperatures
not exceeding 538°c (1000°f) under continuous operating conditions from gas, liquid, oil or solid fuel fired appliances. Also complies
with operation (less than one hour) at temperatures not exceeding 740°c (1400°f) and brief operation (maximum 10 minutes) at
temperatures not exceeding 906°c (1700°f). Building heating appliance chimneys are suitable for use with building heating appliances
and low heat appliances as described in the chimney selection chart of national fire protection association (nfpa) standard no. 211.

UL-103(HT) - STANDARD FOR FACTORY-BUILT CHIMNEYS FOR RESIDENTIAL TYPE AND BUILDING HEATING APPLIANCES

The UL-103 standard applies to factory-built chimneys intended for venting gas, liquid, and solid-fuel fired residential-type appliances
and building heating appliances in which the maximum continuous flue-gas outlet temperatures do not exceed 1000°F (538°C).

Tests included in this standard are designed to test the structural and thermal properties of the chimney and includes tests such as
the Thermal Shock Test, Temperature Test (at 1000°F, 1400°F, 1700°F, and if required 2100°F). In order to qualify for the UL-103HT
listing, a chimney that is tested under the UL-103 standard must successfully complete the requirements of the 2100°F (1149°C) Flue
Gases Temperature Test, conducted 3 times. After being subjected to the tests listed, as applicable, a chimney shall be capable of being
used further. The following results indicate compliance:

(Impact, Longitudinal Force, Load Test for Chimney Elbows, Joint Load, and Joint Torsion Test), Wind Load Test, Rain Test, and other
tests related to the components used in the chimney construction.

UL-2561 - STANDARD FOR 1400 DEGREE FAHRENHEIT FACTORY-BUILT CHIMNEYS

This standard applies to factory-built 1400 degree Fahrenheit chimneys intended for venting gas, liquid, and solid-fuel-fired appliances
in which the maximum continuous flue-gas temperatures do not exceed 1400°F (760°C).

Similar in nature to UL-103(HT), this standard covers many of the same tests designed to test the structural and thermal properties of
the chimney. UL-2561 is intended for chimneys that will be used in a more industrial application where flue gas exhaust temperatures
are higher, and therefore includes a Temperature Test at 1400°F and 1800°F.

ULC-S604 - STANDARD FOR FACTORY-BUILT TYPE A CHIMNEYS

This standard applies to Factory-Built Type ‘A" Chimneys which do not require field fabrication. They are for use with gas and liquid
fuel-fired residential appliances and building heating equipment, where the appliance or equipment flue-gas temperatures do not
exceed 540°C. They are intended for use in accordance with the National Building Code of Canada, Installation Code for Qil Burning
Equipment, CAN/CSA-B139, and for Gas Burning Equipment, CAN/CGA-B149.1 and CAN/CGA-B149.2.

Tests included in this standard are designed to test the structural and thermal properties of the chimney and includes tests such as the
Thermal Shock Test, Temperature Test (at 540°C and 760°C), Soot Burnout, Draft Test, Support Test, Strength Test, Wind Load Test,
and other tests related to the components used in the chimney construction.

ULC/ORD-C959 - CHIMNEYS, INDUSTRIAL 540°C AND 760°C

This standard applies to Factory-Built industrial chimneys intended for use with certain process equipment and large oil or gas burning
building heating appliances normally producing flue gas temperatures of 540°C or 760°C, or less as applicable.

Tests included in this standard are designed to test the structural and thermal properties of the chimney and include more stringent
tests compared to ULC-C604, including the Thermal Shock Test, Temperature Test (at 540°C and 760°C, and if applicable 925°C and
980°C), Support Test, Strength Test, Wind Load Test, and other tests related to the components used in the chimney construction.

UL 1978 — STANDARD FOR GREASE DUCTS

This standard applies to factory-built grease ducts, and grease duct assemblies that are intended to be installed at reduced clearances
where 18 inch clearance is specified in NFPA 96 and the International Mechanical Code. These requirements also cover modular grease
duct assemblies, unwelded connections between adjoining duct parts, fittings, access doors, and the like intended for use with grease
ducts installed in accordance with NFPA 96 and the International Mechanical Code.

UL 2221 — STANDARDS FOR TESTS OF FIRE RESISTIVE GREASE DUCT ENCLOSURE ASSEMBLIES

These tests are intended to determine the fire resistance of grease duct enclosure assemblies. These requirements limit the
combustibility, the surface flammability, and the smoke generation potential of the coverings used to enclose the grease duct. In
addition, these requirements evaluate the effectiveness of the combination of the grease duct and the enclosure as a fire rated

enclosure system and through penetration firestop system, as well as the enclosure's effect on the grease duct.

UL 1777 - STANDARD FOR CHIMNEY LINERS

These standards cover metallic and nonmetallic chimney liners intended for field-installation into new or existing masonry chimneys
that are used for the natural draft venting of Category | gas-fired, Type L vented oil-fired, and solid-fuel-fired residential-type appliances
in which the maximum continuous flue-gas outlet temperatures do not exceed 1000°F (538°C).
